Péra is the historical name of Istiklal Avenue, which has been one of the 

most famous avenues in Istanbul since the Ottoman era. At the second 

half of the 19th Century, Grande Rue de Péra was Istanbul’s most 

elegant street and home to the city’s smartest shops, various embassies 

and churches as well as fashionable residences, theatres and renowned 

patisseries. The street was a fashion centre and a cosmopolite settlement 

for the merchants, businessmen, bankers, foreigners and rich people who 

followed Paris fashion. The whole street was considered so distinguished 

that people wouldn’t dream of taking a stroll on it wearing an ordinary 

clothing.
